Instructions for imaging your BeagleBone Black are 
provide at the end of this document – section BeagleBone Black firmware imaging instructions 

 
Follow the Instruction Steps detailed below to fully enable use of your Wireless Connectivity 
Cape. 
 
 
Instruction Steps to configure & use Wireless Connectivity Cape with BeagleBone Black: 
 

1. Boot the BeagleBone Black without the Wireless Connectivity Cape attached. 
 

2. Launch a terminal window connection. 

 Run an SSH Client (e.g., PuTTY) over USB.   Connect using IP address: 192.168.7.2 
(Port 22).   (Username of root with no password.) 

 3-wire Serial Port (J5) connection with terminal settings 115200, 8, 1.

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3. Edit  /boot/uEnv.txt 

 

 $> sudo nano /boot/uEnv.txt 

 

 # Enable the overlay dtb  (eMMC/hdmi/etc are disabled)  
 
   dtb=am335x-boneblack-overlay.dtb 

 
 

 # Enable the gateway/connectivity cape overlay: 
 
   cape_enable=bone_capemgr.enable_partno=BB-BONE-WL183 

 

 Write out & save edits. 
 
 

 
4. Shutdown.  Attach the Wireless Connectivity Cape to the BeagleBone Black and re-boot. 

 
 

5. Again, launch and open up a terminal window session (as described above). 
 
 

6. Issue the following commands to establish WiFi connection: 
 

$> sudo connmanctl 

 

#connmanctl 

#connmanctl> tether wifi disable 

#connmanctl> enable wifi 

#connmanctl> scan wifi 

#connmanctl> services 

#connmanctl> agent on 

#connmanctl> connect wifi_*_managed_psk
